External migration control and its impacts on residing immigrant communities

Workshop description

The link between migration management and security issues has been established on the political level some time ago. This workshop focuses on the policies and debates on external border control management and security debates and aims at highlighting their impacts on residing immigrant communities. Therefore, on the one hand, the workshop is related to the conference theme border control and migration management and on the other hand, it refers to Diasporas or migrant communities and their perspective on the former issues.

The issue of border control management has become a world wide challenge for nation states. At the same time, questions regarding the integration of migrants have reached the top of the political agenda. Nevertheless, the link between both topics has been rarely discussed. Even though, a common approach of both policy fields is the precondition for a long-term successful immigration and integration policy. 

The workshop aims at linking the perspectives of researchers, migrants and policy makers, while providing an overview of the state of the art research in this area. National case studies from Germany, Spain, the UK and the US/Mexico border region are discussed as well as EU policy approaches.
Requirements

Workshop presenters should empasize either the link between immigration control and communities or present an interesting national case study regarding one group of immigrants and their perceptions. Most welcome are papers which do not focus on Germany, Spain or Mexico.

The workshop and publication language is English.
